| outlined in earlier newsletters that the U.S. chart’s natal Pluto would
experience three separate Pluto returns this year, all charts calculated for
Philadelphia, PA where our country’s natal chart evolved on July 4, 1776. The first
Pluto return occurred on February 20, 2022, right after we aided Ukraine by providing
funds and resources to battle Russia’s insurgence. Then we began to realize that so
much we thought we knew and valued in our country was changing beyond recognition
with product shortages, climate change effects, corporate greed, and an ideologically
divided country. Pluto went retrograde on April 29 and on June 24, right after the
Moon opposed Venus (women’s rights) Roe v Wade was overturned and emerged as a
huge factor in the mid-term outcome. The second U.S. Pluto return occurred on July
11 and brought us back to domestic issues, such as the importance of mid-term
elections which resulted in extraordinary voter turnout in the midst of erratic
behavior, anger out of control, an eclipse on election day, and the big question that
asked who should or would win? Were the ultimate results all a part of Pluto’s
regeneration plan? Is Pluto judging the plight that unfolded for women and took away
rights, eyeing our country’s assets, monitoring the health of the people, and
questioning the judiciary that has been making questionable decisions that affect daily
lives? As Pluto in Capricorn gets ready to make its third station (conjunction) to the
Pluto position in the U.S. chart on December 28, it is not surprising that top concerns
of readers continue to revolve around the mid-term election results and wonder what
will happen next. The much-touted Republican wave did not happen, a former power
figure lost steam, will not win and probably will not run for President, and the cost of
borrowing money needs urgent relief. The focus is on independence as the sun shifts
to Sagittarius and calls for passionate expression of the truth.

Taylor Swift: Taylor Alison Swift, an American singer-songwriter is a Sagittarius born
December 13, 1989, in West Reading, Pennsylvania. Taylor’s personal life often
inspires the songs she writes. She moved to Nashville at age 14 to become a country
artist. On October 21 her latest album, Midnights, became the most streamed album in
a single day in Spotify history with over 185 million streams. On October 31, 2022, she
became the first artist to ever fill the entire top ten of Billboard Hot 100 with cuts
from the album. With 32 wins she is the most awarded artist in AMA’s history,
surpassing Michael Jackson’s record of 24 wins. This tremendously talented artist was
born with the Sun in Sagittarius and Moon opposite in Gemini along with four stelliums
of planets and points in Cancer, Scorpio, Capricorn, and Aquarius and a small grouping
of Pisces points and Pallas in Pisces. She has a grand trine in water, good for putting
your heart and soul into your words and music. Taylor’s Scorpio placements have had
eclipse hits and will continue with more exposure to the limelight as she takes to the
road on an extensive concert tour that is selling out in several markets. She is both
popular and polarizing and speaks her mind. Her fourth house planets are all in
Capricorn and show her savvy business mind and the abundant, wealthy real estate
portfolio she has amassed at a young age.

READER’S CORNER

Several readers commented on last month’s information that covered eclipses
and want to follow future eclipse explanations. | wrote an article on Solar and lunar
Eclipses for the Llewellyn 2024 Moon Sign Book and hope you will check it out in July
2023 when the book publishes. This month the question involves a brief introduction to
Feng Shui, an area of expertise for me, from a reader interested in selling her home.

Q. | am a Sagittarius who is downsizing and want to sell my large home. | want
to buy a replacement home with all the bells and whistles but not the size. | hope to
sell my home and pay cash for a new one next year. | attended a Feng Shui course you
conducted at a business meeting years ago and could use a refresher. | like privacy.
Please let me know some Feng Shui tips that would be helpful in selling my home and
aid in searching for a new residence. My Realtor says homes on a corner lot have fewer
neighbors. | am sure you gave pros and cons in your seminar regarding privacy which |
deeply value. Can you give me advice on this property or others that | may be
contemplating?

A. Your question, although timely, is multi-layered, and probably works best in
a personal consultation regarding your current home or the one you would like to buy.
| am going to give you and readers of other signs information that may help with
housing transactions as well as give you tips for maximizing features of the home. |
call it The Feng Shui Factor.

Location means considerably more to Feng Shui experts. They advocate making
adjustments to features and furniture placement that help sell your current home and



prosper in your new home to create the flow of positive energy (chi) and balance.
When you are house hunting, look at the location of the lot. If it is a corner lot with
traffic patterns in two directions, it may be a more expensive house than others in the
neighborhood. Corner lots are usually priced higher, yet distractions to the residence’s
energy are considerable. The school bus stops on the corner, pet walkers flock to the
corner of the street, visiting cars may park on the side or front curb of the house, and
shars (negative chi created by sharp angles from nearby structures) may come from
homes situated at diverse angles aimed toward the front, side or back of the house.

Although a cul-de-sac is often touted as a privacy benefit, if the home you are
looking for is at the center of the circle, every vehicle that drives down the street is
going to send a Shar directly to your front door. To the Feng Shui practitioner, the
front door represents the property owner’s wealth, and constant flow of “poison
arrows” dissipates prosperity and energy. Today, savvy home buyers hire Feng Shui
practitioners to assess the compatibility of their planned home purchase or to give
advice on remodeling projects before the walls start coming down. The following
section refers to amenities the sun signs prefer. Use these Feng Shui tips to put
pleasure in your house hunting and designing plans. The advice is useful for every sign.

ARIES: You love gadgets and built-ins, but keep electromagnetic energy from
TVs, VCRs and computers out of the bedroom. These vibes are detrimental to your
health, the quality of rest, and fertility.

TAURUS: Choose a solid front door instead of an all glass entrance. A
decorative touch with beveled glass is acceptable, but clear glass offers little
protection to your home and allows prosperity to leak out. Be sure the door size is in
proportion to your home - not too large and not too small.

LEO: Be sure the dramatic staircase you desire is one that curves rather than
spirals - too much confusing chi. Look for stairs that angle away from the front door
rather than fall directly in front of the entrance. When you enter your front door,
make sure you don’t face a mirror, which only sends your prosperity vibes back into
the street.

VIRGO: Balance yin and yang, light and dark in the various plants and materials
in your landscaping. Incorporate curving paths in your garden to attract positive
energy. Use statues, gazing balls, benches, and water treatments for flow. Be sure
trees do not block the clear view from your front door.

LIBRA: Put round or curved tables in the family room or sun room to encourage
harmony, conversation, participation, or family equality. Guests feel more at ease
when no hard angles from sharp table corners cut into their bodies.

SCORPIO: If your heart is set on a sumptuous master bath, be sure it is not
located near or above your front door.
